INTRODUCTION.

In the early part of the r7th Century Holland
was recognized as among the leading maritime
nations of Europe. Although of circumscribed
arca, which was constantly threatened by the en-
croachments of the sea, the industry, thrift and
energy of her people not only maintained her
autonomy, but built up and preserved the Home
land, transforming the ocean bed into fertile fields
and blooming gardens, and carrying her commerce
into every part of the known world.

Her long continued struggle against Spanish
oppression presented to the world an example of
endurance, self-sacrifice and heroism unsurpassed
in the annals of History, and has excited the
wonder and admiration of the world.

The arbitrary intolerance of Spanish rule had
aroused a resentment among the people of Hol-
land that chrystalized into a determined effort to
throw off her yoke, and establish for themselves
the right to civil and religious liberty, Persecu-
tion only strengthened their zeal and their ultimate
success established not only for themselves but for
all succeeding ages the right of self-government
and freedom of worship.

In 1651 an Edict of the City of Amsterdam
stated that “All religions should be tolerated and
that all civil restraint in matters of religion is as
detestable as the Inquisition.”

This sentiment became so deeply ingrained in
the natures of the people of Holland, that not only

in the Fatherland, but likewise in the New Colo-
nies to which they emigrated, the church and the
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free worship of God was always their first con-
sideration, _

They were a God-fearing peaple and the en-
deavors of the early settlers of New Netherland
to establish their church, even among the rade
surrounding of Pioneer Jife and m the mudst of
threatening dangers, wis at tmes almost pathetie,
and their continuous appeals o the Home land
for a minister, offering amidst privation and suf-
fering to contribute toward his support, evudenced
their earnestness.

Through their persistent energy they  trans-
formed the interminable forests into comtortable
homes, and the wilderness into cultivated fiekds
and fruitful farms,  Their knowledge of sock
raising and agricultural methods, was practical
and intimate and entered largely mio the building
up and development of the country.

So preat was their industry and enterprise, that
their English neighbors feared their superor busi-
ness tact and energy. As expressed by an Eaglish
statesman when advanves were made for co-
operation, “that in case of joining, +f 1t be upon
equal terms the art and industry of this peaple will
wear out ours,”  Such was the industrienn apdeps
loving people wha came froms beyand the sea to
the new land, establishing charches and ouatlding
their government in aceordance with the nunners
and customs of the Fathedland,  They hrought
with them the virtues and charasterispes of their
Fathers; their energy s perseveranve, their i
dustry and thrift, and above all the Jove of that
civil and religinus Hberty upon which our own
form of Govermment is founded and which has
proven a priceless heritage to all suveeeding gen-
erations,
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“What land is this, that seems to be

A mingling of the land and sea?

This land of sluices, dykes and duncs?
This water net that tessalates

The landscape? This unending maze
Of gardens, thro’ whose latticed gates
The imprisoned pinks and tulips gaze?
Where in the long summer afternoons
The sunshine, softened by the haze
Comes streaming down as thro’ a screen.
Where over ﬁelgs and pastures green

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CHAPTER L

Tn 1609 Holland became possessed, by right of
discovery, of that vast territory of indefinite extent,
afterward known as New Netherhund, bordering
upon and reaching back from the Hudson River.

The glowing account of Hudson on his return
from his eventful voyage of discovery, of the possi-
bilities of the newly discovered country, and hisg
display of the products he had secured through
barter with the natives; aroused the commercial -
stincts of the Holland merchants and thev prompe.
ly secured trading privileges from the States
General of Flolland, and sent out vessels far pur-
poses of trade and exploration.

On their return, laden with rich fur< and prod.
ucts of the new country, & monopoly ot trade wasg
secured October 11, 1614, under whivh “The
United Netherlands Company” was authorized to
make four voyages within a perind of three years
from Junuary, 1615, This charter expired Jan.
uary 1, 10187 and June 3, 1621 the grear Dutch
West Indin Company was incorporated amd was
given the exclusive right of trade with, and control
aver the territory it should explore amd volonize,
This Company thercupon became, and until 1604,
continued to be, the inunediite sovereign of New
Netherland, subject to the geseral supervision of
the States General of Huolland,

For a little time, the trading posts that were
established on Manhattan Tsband and along the
Hudson were suflicient tor trathic with the Indians,
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but as the greater possibilities opened up, adven-
turous settlers pushed out into the wilderness and
located among them, and through their individual
hunting and trapping, added greatly to the store of
furs and peltry obtained by the Company from
the natives by barter.

The savages viewed with dismay these encroach-
ments upon what they considered their own do-
mains, and their resentment was shown by harrass-
ing the settlers in many ways, their jealousy finally
culminating into an open warfare, that resulted in
the destruction of the boueries and plantations not
only, but also in the killing of many of the settlers.

The West India Company was purely a com-
mercial organization and established primarily for
trading purposes.  Consequently, no attempt was
made at settlement, except to erect trading posts for
facilitating barter with the native Indians, to pro-
vide shelter for the hunters and trappers employed
and build forts for their protection,

It was soon recognized, however, that no contin-
ued or permanent benefit could result {rom this
desultory method. The cost of transporting the
supplies necessary for the support of the scttle-
ments wag too great, to permit of an adequate
return, and divers plans were suggested to secure
a more satisfactory result.  As stated by Secretary
Van Tienhoven, “Lhere are needed industrious
country people, farmers from the district of Arn-
heim; from the country between the Rhine and the
German frontier and from the Duchy of Berg,
ete., agricultural people.” ‘
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Tt was recognized that the permanency of the
Colony depended upon the true development of
its natural resources and the cultivation of the soil,
and every effort was made to secure the permanent
colonization of the territory.  As a means of
accomplishing this the charter of “IFreedoms and
xemption” was granted by the Company giving
special privileges “to such as should weithin four
years plant a colony of fifty adults in any part of
New Netherland other than Manhattan Island.”
They were to be recognized and acknowledged as
Patroons and were to have the absolute title in
perpetuity, to the lands within the limits of their
grants, These grants might extend sixteen mtles
along one bank of a navigable stream, or one half
that distance on cach side, reaching back indefi
nitely “so far into the country as the situation of
the occupiers will permit”  Certain conditions
and limitations were, however, coupled with these
grants, especially in reference to trade and manu-
facture, and the procuring and support of a min-
ister and schoolmaster.

Under this offer of Patroomuge several of the
directors of the West India Company secured
choice tracts of lamd to the exclusion of nanv of
their Associates as follows: '

1029. Killian Van Rensalier of o tract above
and below Fart Orange on both sides of the Huds
son River valled Rensalacrwyk,

1030, Michael Pauw lovaced his cliim on the
west bank of the Hudson opposite: Manhatan,
I'he same vear Samue! Blomomaert selected o tract
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of land at the capes of the Delaware known as
Swanendael.

1641, Myndert Myndertsen received a grant of
the territory from the “Achter Col” to Tappaan
reaching from the Raritan River to the IHighlands
of the Hudson.

16042. Cornelis Melyn secured Staten Island.

1046. Adriaen Vander Donck located his tract
at Colendonck, now Yonkers.

1651. Cornelis Van Werchhoven obtained
Nevasink and Tappaan.

On the sccuring of his grant Michael Pauw,
Latinizing his name, called it Pavonia, and sent
over as his superintendent Jan Evertsen Bout, who
arrived at New Amsterdam June 17, 1634 and set-
tled at Communipaw, which was located on the
west bank of the Hudson River within the limits
of Pavonia. T'wo years later Bout was superseded
by Cornelius Van Vorst, who took up his residence
at Aharsimus, now portion of Jersey City.

The territory covered by the grants to Pauw
was included within the present limitations of
ITudson County, New Jersey. By grant dated
November 22, 1630, he obtained with other lands
“Aharsimus and  Arresick extending along the
river Mauritius (one of the early names of the
HMudson), and island Manhattan on the east side,
and the island Hobocan Hacking on the north and
surrounded by marshes serving sufliciently for
distinet boundaries.” "
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As may be imagined, with the diverse and con-
flicting interests seemingly in control of the same
territory, friction arose between the Patroons and
the West India Company. The Iatter’s purpose
seems to have been to secure the development of
the country through the operations of the Patroons,
and obtain thereby for themselves, the increased
revenue naturally attached to a growing com-
munity and the consequent enlargement of the fur
trade, while the Patroons as owners of the soil
under their grants, desired its full development
and permanenc settlement.  As stated by Patroon
Van Rensalaer in a letter to his superintendent
Jacob Albertz Planck, dated May 24, 1035, during
his controversy with the Company “We are trying
to populate the land and in time to spread the
teaching of the Holy Gospel by many people;
while they, the Directors, on the contrary, employ-
ing only a few people, look solely after the profit
of the fur trade.”  Van Rensalaer was imbued with
the true pioneer spirit, as evidenced in the transta-
tion of his letters published in the Van Rensalaer
Bowier Mss. Pauw, on the contrary, does not
appear to have in any way, attempted to meet the
Company's requirements, but nevertheless, re-
tained possession of the territory granted him,
through his superintendents sent over from Hol-
land. He was, however, nothing Ioth to secure, as
an individual, whatever advantages or henefits
might have accrued to him as a Patroon, and we
find that on April 13, 1634, 2 mutual agreement
was entered into by Pauw and Van Rensalaer “to
buy and honestly divide between themselves, all
the animals, horses and cows, old or young, that
from now on and during six years may be offered

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for sale in New Netherland, cither by the Com-
pany or by individuals, whether inhabitants or
strangers.”  ‘They thus practically controlled the
trade of the country and constituted the first com-
bination of capital in restraint of free competition
in this country. Van Rensalaer endeavored from
the first to secure a resident and permanent popu-

lation.

But the controversy between the West India
Company and the Patroons greatly retarded the
development of the Colonies, Van Rensalaer being
especially insistent upon securing his rights. In
1630 but ten settlers sailed for his colony and there
is no indication of any manner of Government
there until 1634, when Jacob Albertz Planck was
made schout and he at once began the distribution
of farms among the new colomsts.  Of those who
early came to Rensalacrwyk were Symon and Jacob
Walingh or Walingen* for Schout Planck ex-
presses himself as engaged “in laying out a couple
of new farms to be intrusted to Symon Walichs and
Cornelius Maessen. Symon’s farm was located on
Papscance Island which he occupied until May 1,
1047, October 3, 1636, Van Rensalacr wrote:
“These two farmers who have been very helpful
to me, namely Cornelius Macssen and Symon Wal-
ichs, you will give a fair choice of the men who
are coming.”  Differences evidently arose between
the Patroon and these two favorites for they were
notified June 16, 1040, if certain conditions were
accepted by them, “they would be released from

s v

* Name was variously spefled aceording to the Van Rensalaer
Bowier Mua, and other Records,  Walisehs, Walichs, Walingh,
Widichisen, Walingen, Walings, and Waligs,
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the payment of tithes for the years 1040-41 and
423)

From the numerous allusions made in the Van
Rensalaer papers to those who had been employed
by Symon Walichs, we must esteem him to have
been a personage of considerable importance in
the new Colony. “Oct. 7, 1048, he agreed to buy
Picter Van Derlinden’s plantation on Manhattan
Island, but was killed by the Indians near Paulus
Hook at Pavonia—now Jersey City-—March,
1649, where his name is given as Symon Walin-
gen Vant Bile” (N, Y. Col. Mss. 4-428).

It is not known in just what capacity Jacob Wal-
igh or Walingen (from whom the Van Winkle
family are descended) came to this country, We
find, however, that he made at least two voyages
between Holland and this country before he settled
permanently here, for the records of the Dutch
church at Hoorn, Holland, disclose that hetween
Sept. 25 and Dec, 18, 1633, “Have come over
with certificate {from other churches to our congre-
gation Symon Walingen of Nese Netherland,
Jacob Walingen of Neaw Netherland,” proving
beyond doubt that their first arrival at New
Netherland must have been some vears previous
to this date, for here they united with the church
and established themselves sutlicienty o hecome
entitled to a certificate of dismissal, aveorded only
to members in good and regular standing,

Their stay in the Fatherfand was comparatively
brief for we find that Jacob Walingen sailed from
Hoorn in 1034, arriving at New Amsterdam in
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June, 1035, as shown by his testimony given June
12, 1039, relating to the voyage of ship King
David. “That David Pietersen De Vries, skipper
of Hoorn, had in 1635 threatened to leave Cicero
Pierre at Cayenne and Virginia, instead of carry-
ing him to his destination at New Netherland”
(Dutch Mss., Vol. 1, p. 64, office Scc. State at
Albany).

From the fact that Jacob was a member of the
church at Hoorn and sailed from there he is some-
times alluded to in the records as Jacob Walingen
van Hoorn, “van” signifying “from or of,” and
Symon is likewise spoken of as Symon Walingen
vant Bilt or van der bilt or Het Bilt (Provence of
Friesland), signifying that at some time previous
to his arrival in this country he was a resident of
that place.

The family of Jacob Waligh were residents of
that part of North Holland, at and near the town
of “Winkel.” 'This town is located 14 miles S. W,
of the Zuiderzee, 74 miles west of Medenblick,
11 miles N. I4. of Alkmaar and about 15 miles
N. W. of Hoorn. In 1870 its population num-
bered about 1600,

NOMENCLATURE,

The origin of names is at all times an interest-
ing study.  ‘The necessity for some special appel-
Iation for distinguishing the individual is readily
apparent, and from earliest times names always
possessed a peculiar significance.
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The whole system of nomenclature was of
gradual development.  First the call name came
into vogue. then the Patronymic or Father's name
to show the line of descent, and finally the per-
manent family name, or surname. Call names
were determined upon because of some physical
or personal characteristic of the individual, his
place of birth or residence, or his occupation.  As
population increased this system of nomenclature
became insufficient and the adoption of Patrony-
mic became necessary and the addition of an aflix
or suffix to the Father's name became the custom.

Thus among the carly Saxons the termination
“ing” was used in connection with the father's
name and to this custom we are indebted for the
many names with that ending; for example, the
name “I7hite” or “Brown” might have been sug-
gested because of a fair or dark complexion, hence
under the above system is the resultant /hiting
or Brotwning.

Among the Normans the word “Fitz" (derived
from filius, Latin for son) was generally adopted
as a prefix to denote line of descent, as Firs Hugh,
Fity Henry, & The Russians even to this day
for the same reason add the word “viteh” to their
names, as Paul Petrovitch—meaning Paul the son
of Peter. The Welsh used the word “ap” for
connecting the son’s name with the father's, as
David ap Howell, John ap Richard, afterward
corrupted to David Powell and John DPritchard.
In Scotland “Mae” and in Treland “Mac” or Q"
have the same signification.

But it was not until the twelfth century that the
practice of making a name permanent and trans-
mitting it to descendants came into common use.

In England the general basis of nomenclature
was the Patronymic, as Johnson, Williamson, &c.
(son of John, son of William) ; the place of resi-
dence, or occupation: thus the name Carlisle, Lan-
caster, Hull, &c., became attached to the individual
because of residence in either of those places; and
Mason, Baker, Butler, was accepted as the appel-
lation of those engaged in these respective trades or
calling; likewise the trade of “Smith” was exten-
sively used as a basis for a great variety of names
by adding thereto the special branch or calling, as
Goldsmith, Arrowsmith, &c.

It is thus seen how the customs of the different
countries all tend in the same direction, but the
system of nomenclature that has developed most
generally among all nations, is based upon the
transmission of the patronymic or father’s name to
his descendants by means of an affix or suflix.

This system was adopted during the 16th Cen-
tury in Holland and the terminations “s,” “se,”
“sen’ 'or “gen,” were added and became for the
time heing the Patronymic; thus indicating the
line of descent.

These different suflixes are identical in meaning,
signifying “child of,” thus Jacob Garretson would
indicate Jacob the son of Garret; his son Jacob
would become Jacob Jacobse. Michael Corneli-
sen would signify Michael the son of Cornelius,

while his son George or Jors, voould hevene
George or Joris Michalse,

This custom in localitics where prowth wis slow
and changes infrequent, was suflicient fon adentify
cation, and in the early dayvs was continued o some
extent in this country. Allusion o Jobins son, Rich.
ards son, Jacobs son, &, were readiby understond
throughout their respective neighborhosds. Soame.
times to the baptismal name was added some pecy.
liarity or calling of the individual, as de Bruyn,
the bear; De Groot, the tall many De Hoer, the
farmer, &c. Again the name of the native place
or places of residence suggested the distingrurshing
appellation, and in conneconn with “vun,” signg-
fying “fram,” was utilized for identifivanon; thus
from the towns and villigzes of "Ripen,” “Hongn,”
“Wagening” or “Winkel” vame the names Vg
Ripen, Van Houren, Van Wagening, Van Winkel.
In course of time these names bevame penmanently
attached to the family as the swrname or family
name. ‘The method of naming by Patronyvmane wis
in vogue in Holland from very early s the
surname nut coming into general use untl the t6th
or 17th century, and the terminaton s, se, sen, uf

en was added and beeame for the tme heing, the
Jatronymic, thus indicating the hne of descent.
Sometime the call or Christian wame, the patrany-
mic and the surname, were wied interchangeably
1until the final and permanent advpuion of the
atter,
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CHAPTER II.

Among the early inhabitants of the village of
“Winkel” we find the family of Walich. They
were land owners of considerable extent, for in
1326 the cities and villages of Drechterland were
ordered to erect a Dyke “from Wervershoef to
Walichsdyke and thence to Sterlock.”  As the sec-
tions of the Dykes were designated under the
names of the owners of the lands they bounded,
the Walich land was at least in part limited by the
Dyke called Walichsdyke.

Unfortunately it has not been possible to secure
a continuous record, and we are obliged to rely
upon fragmentary data for the scant information
here given. But few records from the above
date to 1610 have been found. At this Iatter date
it is recorded that the church at “Winkel” had for
several successive years rented out, with other par-
cels of land, “Peter Walig's verge near the Hoop.”
This indicates that previous to the above date the
church had acquired, or received the tract of land
in question from Peter Walig; as it was the custom
to eater upon the church records such property as
it possessed under the name of the previous owner.

The names Waligs, Walichs, Walinghs and
Walighs appear interchangeably in the records at
“Winkel” seemingly according to the whim of the
transeriber.  In 1610 a lease of land to Dirck
Walighs was recorded and in 1613 one to Jan
Eireks Walighs, the son of above mentioned

irck.
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In 1611 there appears in the “Schellings book”
at "“Winkel"-- o called because tananon was fixed
on the basis of one shilling s every four hundred
guilders worth of property, and this hook con
tained the names of all taxable ohabitanes the
names of “Tryn Jans Waligs™ (wilow of Jacoh
Waligs) and “Picter Jans Waligs, her «m™  1n
1614 among the house owners registered at “Win.
kel™ is the name of Lysbet Jans Walips as owner
of a house and lot situated on the heights in the
west end of Winkel.

Feb'y 4, 1604, Jan Symons, as a sister’s ol
and heir of the old Jacob Walichs, who dwelt in
his Hifetime at “de Witering skant”™ (the side of
the Canal) in the district of Niedaep, and adso in

While these memoranda are without satisfactory
definite data, it is evident the Walich family were
residents of “Winkel” in the 14th and 17th cen-
turies, which fact fully explains and verifies the
origin of the name “Van Winkle” according to the
system of nomenclature in vogue at that time as
already explained.

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CHAPTER 111

Among those who early came to this country
from Holland were Symon and Jacob Waligh, or
Walingen, as written by some. The exact date
of their first arrival has not been definitely ascer-
tained, but it would seem they were amaong the
very first who came “to spy out the land” and after
remaining some time returned to the IFatherland
probably to negotiate for their permanent resi-
dence here.

In the records of the old Dutch church at Hoorn
appears the following entries: “Dec. 18, 1633,
Have come over with certificates from other
churches to our congregation * * * Symon Wal-
ingen of New Netherland and Jacob Walingen of
New Netherland”; thus proving beyond doubt
that their arrival at New Netherland must have
been some years previous to this date, for Aere they
united with the church and established themselves
sufficiently to become entitled to a certificate of
dismissal accorded only to members in good and
regular standing.

In 1634 Jacob Walingen sailed from IHoorn*
in the vessel “King David,” Capt. David de Vries,
arriving at New Amsterdam in June the following
year. e was summoned as a witness in a suit

(Dutch Mfs., Vol 1, p. 04).

August 29, 1041, Jacob Walingen was elected a
member of “The Taeelve Men,” the fivst represen.
tative official body within the limits of New York
and New Jersey. This Buard was dvisory 1o
Governor Kieft and represented the inhabitanis of
Manhattan, Brooklyn and Pavonia i the consids
eration of the general treatment o1 the Tmdians,

Jacob Walingen having entered into 4 contract
with Datroon Van Rensalacr Augt. 15, 1630, set-
tled on a farm at Rensalaerwyk, whither Svnmn
had preceded him. Facob returned 10 Man-
hattan Oct. s, 1060, although otfered the cheogee
of several farms if he would remain o the Colony.
Fe then led a movement to establish o serdement
on the Connecticut River, but because of the oppo.
sition of the Bnglish, and lack of sapport of the
West Tndia Company the projece was abandoned,
October 23, 10gyg, he secured 4 grant of Land at
Pavonia (now Jersey City, New Jersey),

At the time of the surtender of New Nether
land, by Holland to the Enphish in ttitig, in arder
to allay any apprehension of Insing their property
on the part of those owning bouses or Lads, Gov:
ernor Carteret issued his mamifestn, wherein he
stated : “That all people shall vontinue free deni
zens and shall enjoy their houses, Lusds and goads
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wheresoever they are within this country, and dis-
pose of them as they please.”  And in accordance
therewith issued a Deed which expressly con-
firmed all existing property rights.

The Deed in confirmation of the “HWalingen”
grant, alluded to above, describes the property as
follows:

“Beginning at a stake on the edge of New York
Bay and from said stake running north 27°, 27!
west, 64 chains, 74 links to a stake between two
cedar bushes at the edge of Newark Bay, thence
south 46° 30’ west, 10 chains and 30 links along
said Bay to a stake, thence south 27° 30" east, 60
chains and 20 links to a stake standing by the edge
of York Bay, on the easterly side of a small creck
and thence northeasterly along said York Bay as it
runs to the place of beginning.”

1655 was a disastrous year in the annals of Pa-
vonia. The long threatening troubles with the
Indians reached a culmination, and an open out-
break was precipitated by the killing of an Indian
maiden on Manhattan TIsland, The inflamed
savages at once commenced their work of devasta-
tion and slaughter.

Iivery house at Pavonia was destroyed, the plan-
tations laid waste and the cattle driven off or
killed. 'T'he surviving settlers fled for safety to
the Fort at New Amsterdam, and not a single
white man was left remaining within the limits of
this territory.  Through the cefforts of Governor
Stuyvesant peace wag finally secured and some of
the Colonists returned to  their ruined homes,
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among whom were Michael Jansen, the projenitor
of the Vreeland family, and Javob Walingen.
The' wise action of Governor Stuyvesant in his
treatment of the Indians and finally purchasing
their right to the territory, relieved the inhabitants
of Pavonia from any scrious subscquent trouble
with the savages, excepting in a few isolated cases.
The settlers now devoted themselves to the restora-
tion of their farms and soon all danger from In-
dian attacks had passed away. Jacob Walingen
died in the early part of the year 1657, leaving a
widow, “Trintje Jacobs,” and six minor children,
three boys and three girls.

“Qct. 16, 1657, Trintje, the widow of Jacob Wal-
ingen, petitioned for the appointment of puardiang
for her six minor children by Jacob Walingh as
she intends to marry Jacob Stoffelsen, widower of
Vroutje Eydens. (Dutch Court Records of New
Amsterdam.) This notice was given in aceordance
with the custom of the times, in order to puard
against any possible injustice to the children by
reason of a second marriage.

Michael Jansen and P. L. Vandergrift were
appointed guardians.

The custom of nomenclature prevailing in the
Fatherland and heretofore explained, was adhered
to during the first generation in New Netherland,
and the children of Jacob Walingh and Trintje
Jacobs were known as Jacohse (or ¢hild of Jacob).

No record of date of marriage has been found,
although in the old Dutch church records of New
Amsterdam of 1047 appear the names of Jacob
Walingen and haus frouw (house wife) Trintje;
married evidently some time previous to this date,
as when leaving Rensalacrwyck in 1650 he alluded
to his family.

In the early days Baptisims could be solemnized
only as opportunity offered, and consequently ages
at which the ceremony was performed varied
greatly, depending upon the occasional visits of
regularly ordained ministers.

In like manner marriage contracts were publicly
entered into and were considered legally binding,
and observed as strictly as though the full religious
ceremony had been performed.  This was solemn-
ized on the occasion of the Dominie's next visit or
when it was possible for the couple to go to him,

SETTLEMENT AT BERGEN.

In consequence of the difficulty of pratecting
isolated plantations from Indian attacks the Direc-
tor General and Council at New Amsterdam is-
sued the following order:  “In order to prevent
and in future put a stop as much as pussible, to
such massacres, murders and burning by ¢ruel bar-
barians at the separate dwellings, the Dircctor
General and Council of New Netherland «do here-
by notify and order all isolated farmers in general,
and each in particular, wherever they may reside,
without any distinetion of person, to remove their
houses, goods and cactle before the last of March,
or at Latest the middle of April, and convey them o
the village nearest and most convenient to them;
or with the previous knowledge and approval of
the Director General and Council, to a fivorably
situated and defensible spot in s new Palisade vils

* Michelse (Vyeelnnl),
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lage to be hereafter formed * * * g9 that the Di-
rector General and Council, in case of any dif-
ficulty with the cruel barbarians, would be better
able to assist, maintain and protect their good sub-
jects, &c.”

Under this order Aug. 16, 1660, szveral inhabi-
tants of the Province petitioned for the right to
cultivate farms and plantations on the west side of
the river behind Communipaw and to make there
a village ot concentration. ‘This was granted and
the village of Bergen was founded.  ‘The location
of this village is definitely determined, as the orig-
inal plan is still preserved at Bergen Square where
the line of the defensive Palisades, and the plan of
the village is marked by the present existing streets.
The houses of the settlers were erected within the
enclosure in accordance with the condition of the
grant of the Council, for their better protection
against Indian attacks, while their farms extended
out into the adjoining country.  These were called
buytentuyn or outside gardens,

This was the first permanent organized settle-
ment in the State of New Jersey, and continued
under its specific name until 1871 when it was
n}crgcd into and became part of the City of Jersey
City.

Oct. 20, 1601, Governor Peter Btuyvesant con-
veyed to the “inhabitants of the village of Bergen”
ag common lands the same territory that had been
purchased by him from the Indians Jan. 3, 1058,
and hence the name was extended to cover prace
tically the whole of what is now known as Hud-
son County, N. J.
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As some confusion may arise, because of the use
of different names, referring to the first permanent
settlement of Jacob Walingh in this country, it
may be well to present here, an explanation,

As we have learned the territory granted to
Michael Pauw as Patroon, was called Pavonia,
But the limits of this grant were obseurely defined,
and covered an indefinite extent of terntory, but
that portion of same located on the west bank of
the Hudson River and adjacent thereto includ-
ing the present cities of Jersey City, Hoboken,
Bayonne and the adjoining territory, was known
as Bergen. The origin of this name has been vari-
ously explained, but to those familiar with the
topography of the territory, no explanation iy
more plausible than that suggested by the peculiar
formation of the ground.

Coming in from the ocean and entering New
York Bay, the Hudson River stretching out its
glittering surface far to the north, and the “Kil
van Col” diverging therefrom amd connecting
with the “Achiter Col" and the Hackensack River
on the west; bound the tract of land in question,

Rising from the marshlamd bordering upon the
two rivers, is a long promontory of varving height
and from one to three miles in width and merging
into the Palisades of the Hudson,  As the stundy
Hollander, accustomed to the marsh and lowland
of his native country, saw the hill rising out of
the surrounding marsh and stretching out in un.
broken front in the distance what is more natural
than that he should exclaim in wonder, “Herg!
Bergen!” (the hilly the place of the hill), and the

name attached itself to the village and the adja-
cent territory as elsewhere described.

The little village had scarce assumed its form,
ere the inhabitants, true to the faith and traditions
of the FFatherland, and among their rude surround-
ings, gathered for the worship of the God of their
Fathers, thus establishing the first church organi-
zation in the State of New Jersey. Shortly after
the founding of the village, or in 1662, a log build-
ing was erected which was used for Divine wor-
ship for the period of eighteen years, when a sub-
stantial stone structure was erccted and occupied
in 1680.

In the original survey of the village a lot was
appropriated for school purposes, and has been
continuously occupied for such, down to the pres-
ent time.

I'n the carly days, the Court of Burgomasters and
Schepens at New Amsterdam, exercised jurisdic-
tion and control over the whole territory of New
Netherland, but the inhabitants of Bergen appre-
ciating their new dignity and feeling their com-
petency to decide for themselves neighborhood
matters, petitioned the Governor and Council at
New Amsterdam for the establishment of a “local
court of justice,”  This petition was granted Sept.
5, 1661, and the Court of Schout and Schepens was
organized, constituting the first municipal govern-
ment in the State of 1\? cw Jersey,

In the church records of the Bergen Reformed
Church, which have been continued to the present,
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under date of Dec. 3, 1008, it appears that
“Laurens Duyts and Grictje Jans were registered
for marriage. The banns were read before the
Bergen Congregation and no objections raised,
they were joined in marriage January 1, 1606, and
on the same date “Jan,” the child of Picter Jansen
Slot and AMaritje Jacobse (Van Winkle), was bap-
tized. [For ninety years the church at Bergen was
without a regularly ordained minister and the
people were obliged to rely upon the ministers
from the adjoining city for the performance of the
church ordinances. Many of the marriages were
entered into under public contract, the religious
ceremony being solemnized on the oceasion of a
ministerial visit, or more often on a visit of the
interested parties to the City of New Amsterdam.
During all these years Divine worship was con.
tinued under the charge and divection of the
“oorleser,” who intoned the singing and read g
sermon prepared by some of the ablest theologians
in the Fatherland, performed all duties wn cone
nection with Divine service, and likewise avted as
schoolmaster.

The first evidence we have of the breaking up
of Jacob Walingen's fumily is March 28, 16, on
which date the following grant is recorded:

“Captabem Indian Sachem and chiet in the
presence and by the apprabation and consent of
Memiseraen-Mindawas, Ghonnajea; Indians and
Sachems of the said country, for and in consider
ation of a certain parcel of coates, blankets, ket-
tles, powder and other goods,” conveyed the tract
known by the name Haguepernunek wnto Hans

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Dederick, Gerrit Gerritson, W aling Jacobse (Van
Winkle) and Hendrick George. Beginning from
the northern-most bound of the town of Newark
from the lowermost part thereof to the uppermost
as far as the steep rocks or mountains, and thence
to run along the said Pisawick River to a white
oak tree standing neere the said River, on the north
side of a small brook and from thence run up to the
steep rocks or mountains, which said tree was
marked by the said Captahem in the presence of
La Prairie Surveyor General, &c.” This grant was
confirmed by the East Jersey Proprietors Mar. 16,
1684, by a Confirmatory Patent to IManse Ded-
erick, Garret Garretson, Waling Jacobse (Van
Winkle), Elias Michelse, Johannes Michelsen,
Cornelius Michelson, Adrian Post, Urian Tomas-
sen, Cornelius Roelfsenn, Symon Jacobse (Van
Winkle), John Hendrick Speare, Cornclius Lub-
bers and Abraham Bookey for £50 and a yearly
quit rent of ¥4 penny per acre or £14, yearly.”
With two or three exceptions the above Patentees
settled here 1686-1690.

This property having been held in common, the
title to same on the death of any of the grantees
became vested in the survivors, and hence we find
in Deed dated July 29, 1728, a recital as follows:
“Whereas, the above named FHans Dederick, Gar-
ric Garritse, W aling Jacobs (Van Winkle), Elias
Michelsen, Flartman Michelsen, Johannes Michel-
sen, Cornelius Michelsen, Corson Post, Jurian
Tomase, Cornclius Roelofse, Jan Fendrickse
Spier, Cornelius Lubbertse and Abraham Booke,
thirteen of the grantees in said Deed named are
long since deceased, whereby all the right and title
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to the said lands in the said Deed mentioned are
become the right and title of him the said Symon
Jacobse Van Winkel by the mame of Symon
Jacobse aforesaid, now this Indenture wgmcsscth.
that he the said Symon Jacabse Van Winkel for
and in consideration of the natural love and affee-
tion he hath and beareth unto his sons, the above
named Jacob Van Winkel, Simeon Van Winkel,

The present counties of Bergen, Hudson and
part of Passaic are included in the two grant of
Acquackenonck and Bergen which were settled in
great part by Hollanders and their descendants.
They were an agricultural people and retained the
habits and characteristivs of the Fatherland to
within a very recent date- speaking the home
tongue and living without astentation the simple
lives of their forefathers, Improvements in home
economics had not in those days lightened house-
hold labors as in the present day, and the daily
duties of the family circle demanded an evonom-
ical use of every passing hour. There wax a hard
practical side to life that does not exist in these
days of countless conveniences, for the <kill and
ingenuity of the more modern brain had not thea
furnished the labor saving machines that m these
times divest life of many of the hardships ot the
Olden Time, and hence there was a sevesiary
division of labor in all branches of domestic eeots
omy, as well as in the rougher outdont work,

The clothing was not anly made by hand, but
the cloth of which it was fashioned was miade from
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the flax and wool spun by the homely carding
board and spinning wheel, and woven during the
long winter evenings on the ungainly loom. The
young girl was early taught the use of the needle
and was given her share of the household sewing,
and the old grandmothers’ trembling fingers knit-
ted the stockings and mittens for the famly; while
the mother or “hausvrouw” bustled about keeping
an eye on all domestic activities.

CUSTOMS.

THE lack of facilities for manufacture of clothing
or houschold goods impelled the frugal and self-re-
specting to habits of industry, and the whir of the
spinning wheel was heard whenever a few minutes re.
lief from housekeeping duties allowed,  The girls were
early taught the mysteries of spinning, weaving, and
knitting, and the well stored chest of the youthful
bride gave abundant evidence of her own industrious
habits, Not only were the garments home spunj but
the warp and woof were made from the flax grown in
the home field and the wool shorn from the well kept
sheep; and in some old families, are still found blan.
kets and bedding, the handiwork of the great grand-
mothers in their early days,

Owing to the primitive condition of the times, many
industries now unknown in houschold economy were
then engaged in, and as a consequence actual labor
necessary to be performed forbacde idlencss on the part
of the enterprising householder,  The spices for home
use were often crushed by means of two stones, one
being hollowed out to receive the whole berry, and
the other, of suitable size and shape, being used for
pounding.

Dutch was hailed with great satisfaction and rejoicing

THE END,
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Waling and Symon, the first and third sons of
Jacob Walingh, with their familics, settled upon
the Acquackenonck grant—now EHackensack, Pas-
saic, Patterson and vicinity~but Jacob, the second
son, remained at Bergen (now as previously stated
part of Jersey City) and which has continued the
abiding place of one branch of his descendants to
the present time. He died at a good old age, and
by will dated Sept. 3, 1708, proven October 16,
1732, gave property at Bergen lying on both sides
of present Academy Street, Jersey City Heights,
to his children, Hendrick, Catherine and Samuel.

Previous to the year 1770 the permanent settle-
ment and development of our country was con-
fined to the territory lying along the eastern sea~
board. The Appalachian range of mountains,
stretching from North to South, at a compara~
tively short distance from the coast, formed a nat-
ural barrier, and was the dividing line between
civilization and the wilderness, The country be-
yond was full of unknown dangers. The savages
and wild beasts roamed at will and their attacks
upon the outlying scttlers, restrained all but the
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most daring of the trappers and hunters from pene-
trating its confines. The game along the eastern
slope was becoming scarce and gradually a few
adventurous spirits, pushed through the defiles of
the mountain range in their search for furs and
game. The wealth of the wilderness lured them
on, Notwithstanding threatening dangers, they
continued to spread out, encouraged by the success
they achieved.

Their enthuisasm was excited by the abundance
of game and the profuseness of the vegetation
found there, and on their return to civilization,
their glowing reports induced many to risk the
dangers of the wilderness and subject themselves
to the suffering and privation of pioneer life, for a
possible future of comfort.

One of the most daring of these adventurers was
Daniel Boone, the hero of all youthful imagina-
tions. He was born in Berks Co., Penn., in 1734,
and at the early age of sixteen engaged in the
fascinating life of a trapper and hunter,

He became noted for his prowess and daring in
the chase, as well as for his successful avoidance of
the designs of the wily savages.

With but few companions he penetrated into the
wilderness and his early experiences gave him an
admixture of caution and daring, that served him

so well in after days in his many encounters with
the Indians.

About 1770 a spirit of “seanderlust” swept over
the land and a “freking” to the South and West
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began. Some families from northern New Jersey
joined with this movement, some of whom settled
in York and Berks Co., Penn., while others passed
on to Delaware and the South. From the fact that
among Boone's associates or followers were found
members of several of the New Jersey Dutch
families, it is reasonable to suppose that he in some
way conveyed to his old neighbors a report of the
extreme richness of the soil, and great promise of
the new territory he had discovered.

In 1780 the real westward movement began and
assumed considerable proportions notwithstanding
threatened perils and hardship, According to
Shaler “a heavy immigration into Kentucky began
in 1780 and the annual tide of immigration in this,
and the following year amounted to at least 5,000
souls, 300 boats containing at least 3,000 people
descended the Ohio this year and in 1784 it is esti-
mated that the population amounted to 30,000.”

From Colling’ History of Kentucky we learn
that “The first immigration to Kentucky in a com-
pany was in 1781 to White Oak Spring station, 1
mile above present Boonesboro. Some going from
thence to Pleasureville in Henry County bought
12,000 acres of land called the Duich tract” A
few years later a letter written by a minister of the
Dutch church, who for a time remained there,
states: ‘% % T ghall therefore be particular
only in regard to our Low Duich in that country,
with the most of whom I am acquainted and with
whom 1 principally resided while there. They
are very numerous, scarcely credible, considering
the time the country has been settled. There are
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nearly soo families; the major part live well, ete”
During these early years the experiences of the
early pioneers presented to the wurld a picture of
dauntless courage, indomitable encrgy and perses
verance unsurpassed in any age. In many cases
comfortable homes were exchanged for lives of
privation and suffering. An carly description thus
relates, in reference to a journey of the immigrants.

“The men on foot with their trusty rifles on their
shoulders driving stock and leading pack horses,
the women, some walking with pails upon their
heads, others riding with children on their laps
and other children swung in baskets on horses;
encamping at night fearing massacre by the In-
dians; subsisting on stinted allowances of stale
bread and meat; encountering bears, wolves and
wild cats in the narrow bridle path overgrown
with brush and underwood."

And this may be taken as the expericnces of
those early pioneers, through whose cfforts the
present glory and development of our country has
been brought about. Ever struggling with and
subduing the wilderness, pressing on through i
dangers, clearing away the forest, establishing a
home only to press forward again as other adven-
turers gather about; apening up the Seuth and
Middle West, continuing even to the Pacitic coast,

As graphically deseribed in 2 letter from Ore-
gon of date Nov. 18, 1o, the following seteement
is presented

“Father crogsed the Plains and Rocky Moun.
taing from Kast Tennessee nearly fifty years ago,
with ox team from Lexington, Mo, * * *
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My grandfather John was in the Revolutionary
War from first to last. He would not have a pen-
sion and when asked why, said he got what he
fought for, As I traversed the lonely and danger-
ous great western desert to the Pacific Coast, 1 was
glad that each evening I could pitch my moving
tent 12 or 18 miles nearer Oregon. Lt took us five
months from Lexington, Mo. My children are
scattered along the Railroad towns from Portland
to California.’

In such manner was the true pioneer spirit ex-
hibited by the early settlers and because of such
sturdy qualities, the rapid development of the great
West resulted.

From the marriage records of Nelson County,
Kentucky, we find following data, but unfortunate-
ly are not able to make definite connection with
earlier generations.

Tradition states that the father’s name of follow-
ing family was Abraham Van Winkle, who came
from Maryland to Kentucky.
